I have greatly enjoyed my time both in AIB and 
in Ireland."

and expertise he has brought to building a team and strategy which has equipped AIB to operate at 
the very highest standards in such a vital area of our business.

AIB will begin the process to select Mr Bhattacharya’s replacement early in September and the 
position will be advertised internally. 
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
